8 ñBut you, Israel, my servant, Jacob, whom I have chosen, you descendants of Abraham my friend, 9 I 
took you from the ends of the earth, from its farthest corners I called you. I said, óYou are my servantô; I 
have chosen you and have not rejected you. 10 So do not fear, for I am with you; do not be dismayed, 
for I am your God. I will strengthen you and help you; I will uphold you with my righteous right hand. ñ 
 
     At the time that Isaiah writes this passage, Israel was under a lot of persecution from their surrounding  
nations. By the time Isaiah dies, Assyria would have come down and completely conquered the Northern King-
dom and laid siege to the Southern Kingdomôs Capital of Jerusalem. It was only by divine intervention that Je-
rusalem was able to stand against this great nationôs army. Israelôs other neighbors stood on the sidelines and 
watched, and in some cases, even cheered what was happening to her. 
 
     But in all of this, God simply says to Israel, ñYou are my servant, do not fear for I am with you.ò 
 
     Many times we face tough times in our lives. Whether it is due to an upcoming medical procedure, family or 
friends who have rejected us for one reason or another, or even the loss of a job, we have a lot of fear that 
plays out in our lives. Sometimes that fear is not even for our well-being but the well-being of those we love, 
our parents, children, or friends. 
 
     But in all of these circumstances, God says the same thing to us, ñYou are my servant, do not fear for I am 
with you.ò 
 
     Paul, in Romans 8:31, repeats Isaiahôs message in a different way when he writes: ñIf  God is for us, who 
can be against us?ò Paul will continue to write about the fact that in all circumstances, with God on our side we 
are more than conquerors. Godôs love is with those who have been called according to His name. With Christ, 
we have no reason to fear. 
 
     So do not fear about what will happen to you today, tomorrow, or the day after. God is with you. God is our 
God. He will uphold us with His mighty hand. If God is for us, who can be against us?
